● Examples of Biblical Seer’s include:

○ Isaiah 1:1 “The vision of Isaiah the son of Amoz, which he saw...”
○ Ezekiel 1:1 “...the heavens were opened, and I saw visions of God...”
○ Habakkuk 1:1 “The oracle that Habakkuk the prophet saw...”
○ Obadiah 1:1 “The vision of Obadiah...”
○ Revelation 1:12 “Then I turned to see the voice that was speaking to me, and on turning I saw...”

● Examples of Prophets who were hearers include:
○ Jeremiah 1:4 “Now the word of the Lord came to me, saying...”
○ Hosea 1:2  “When the LORD first spoke through Hosea, the LORD said to Hosea...”
○ Joel 1:1 “The word of the Lord that came to Joel, the son of Pethuel: 2 Hear this, you elders...”
○ Jonah 1:1  “Now the word of the LORD came to Jonah the son of Amittai, saying...”
○ Zechariah 1:1 “... the word of the Lord came... saying...”

Last Thought:
As a general rule, the less subjective way the revelation comes, the higher level it is:

● Low level revelation is mental or spiritual impressions or perceptions, gentle internal vision, still small voice.
● Higher level revelation includes open visions, visitations, trances, being caught up in the Spirit, and other 

experiences.
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
